Once every five years, The
Marsh Foundation celebrates its
history and invites back the hun-
dreds of alumni who once called
the campus home. In August,
more than 400 past students,
employees and their families
visited The Marsh campus for a
memorable weekend.

Established as an orphan-
age and children’s home in
1922, The Marsh Foundation
programs have evolved over
the past 90+ years. The Marsh
continues to serve children who
need a home but has expanded
its services to include counsel-
ing and a more comprehensive
treatment program.

Reunion events are reserved

for former students, employees
and their guests. A public open
house was also held a few weeks
afterwards to showcase the
campus and services. The open
house was very well attended and
will be repeated again in 2016.

Several other notable
events happened throughout the
year. In July, CARF Internation-
al announced that The Marsh
Foundation’s clinical services
received another three-year ac-
creditation. This latest accredita-
tion is the fourth consecutive
Three-Year Accreditation that
the international accrediting
body has awarded to The Marsh
Foundation.

This accreditation deci-
sion represents the highest
level of accreditation that can

be awarded to an organization

and shows the organization’s

CAREF standards.

Haight family donated Easter
baskets, eggs and gifts for all
of the youth on campus.

The past wet spring 2015
has exposed maintenance issues
with the brick buildings on
campus, built in the early 1900%.
The brick and mortar are hard,
but the moisture has exposed
leaks in the mortar and cracks in
the brick. This is causing mois-
ture to leak into the building in
areas not already repaired and
sealed. The maintenance on
these areas should be complete
by the beginning of the winter
season.

The Marsh Foundation
began selling brick pavers to
be placed in a Memorial Patio
during the Alumni Reunion
Weekend. The patio, located on
the west side of the Administra-
tion Building, is designed for

The Marsh students and staff to
have an outdoor seating, quict
area and a place to memorialize
loved ones. Proceeds from the
brick pavers are earmarked for
the construction costs, upkeep
and future improvements of the
area.

Individuals and businesses
may purchase a regular size
brick paver (4” x 8”) for $100.
Double size brick pavers may be
purchased for $200. The pav-
ers may be inscribed with the
donot’s name, business name or
to honor or memorialize a loved
one.

The Long-Term Capital
Improvement Project for the
campus, which includes the
construction of a new school
wing attached to the Admin-
istration Building along with
a gymnasium for our kids to
enjoy physical exercise activities,
has taken a few steps forward

in the planning and construc-
tion phases.
The Marsh Foundation Trustees
have requested a building size
and location cost estimate. The
Marsh Foundation is looking
into ways to fund the construc-
tion of the building, which will
provide larger class rooms, open
spaces, fitness opportunities for
our students and staff, the intro-
duction of current technology,
handicap assessable areas and
tighter security for our students.
The Marsh Foundation year
end June 30, 2015 audit was
completed in October with a
few changes in the allocations
of the income and expenses
of The Marsh Foundation.
The revenues for the campus
are made up by the following
percentages to total income:
Portfolio Investments 25 per-
cent, Rental and Farm Income
15 percent, Child & Family
Services 52 percent and Foster
Care 8 percent. The expenses
for the campus are made up
by the following percentages
to total expense: Total School
& Administration 28 percent,
Child & Family Services 62 per-
cent and Foster Care 10 percent.
A question I am always asked
is “What roles do each division
play in the function of The
Marsh Foundation Campus?”
The Marsh Foundation is
divided into three separate divi-
sions contributing to achieve
the same goal.... to care for
children and families. The Child

and Family Services Staff — care

for the day-to-day needs, home,
transportation, food, time and
praise, nurturing or discipline
of the children. The School
provides the students their edu-
cational needs. The Business
Office provides the support
for the campus; such as paying
the bills, payroll, maintenance
issues, food preparation and
cleanliness.

The three separate divisions
provide their own budget to
follow for The Marsh fiscal
year ending in June. Once the
Trustees approve the individual
budgets, the entire Marsh bud-
get comes together to form The
Marsh Foundation Income and
Expense Budget.

According to the visions
and the mission of The Marsh
Foundation, which is to inspire
hope, to teach and to cate
for children and families, this
campus must employe quality
compassionate staff, continue
to care for the campus grounds
and seek out ways to help
children and families. With the
endowment of George and
Hilinda Marsh and the vision of
the Trustees, directors and staff,
this mission will be accom-
plished for many, many years to
come.

In closing, I would like to
acknowledge and thank all The
Marsh Foundation Trustees,
staff, employees and teachers
for their professionalism and
dedication to the Mission of
George H. Marsh.

Recently, Ben
Marsee was named program
manager for the house. He’s
been at The Marsh Foundation
since 2008, working primarily at
Marsh Hall, as a family teacher
and lead family teacher.

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Young Adult Credits Marsh with Successes

At the annual PCSAO con-
ference, the organization honors
young men and women who
have emancipated from foster
care and overcame adversity in
their lives. The “Rising Up and
Moving On” awards are always a
highlight of the conference.

This year, Dakota was one
of the award recipients honored.
He spent time in Vance Hall
at The Marsh Foundation and
credits The Marsh with making a
difference in his life.

Here is an excerpt from
what was read during the awards
luncheon.

“Dakota entered foster
care at the age of 10 with what
his caseworker describes as an
all-too-understandable chip on
his shoulder. Reluctant to trust
anyone, he moved from foster
care to juvenile detention and
then to a group home, separated
from his older sisters. He felt
the stigma of being in the foster
care system and rebelled against
its restrictions.

But something changed. At
the group home, Dakota became
a leader, mentoring other chil-
dren, making up school credits,
and returning to the school from
which he had been expelled.
Completing the group home
program early, Dakota returned
to his original foster home and
was reunited with his sisters. At
school, he joined the football,
wrestling, and track and field
teams, lettering in each. He took
first place in 4-H and became

the first male in his family to

graduate high school. Dakota
volunteered for the summer
food program, works part-time,
and can fix almost anything with
his hands. Today, this 18-year-
old is enrolling in the United
States Marine Corps.”

Dakota spent eight months
at The Marsh completing our
program. He admits that he
was struggling, “I was an unruly
child who never cared what
other people thought, until 1
came to Marsh,” he said.

He, however, took the
program seriously and was able
to make great strides with his
behavior and attitude. He credits
The Marsh’s Teaching Family
Model with influencing him.

“I believe that your behavioral
point system is what helped
shape the person I am today.”

Dakota said he is grateful
for what he learned while at The
Marsh and to those who helped
him turn things around.

“I remember my staff
members always being there for
me when I needed it,”” he said.
“I would like to thank everyone
who ever helped me through my
rough times.”

Now, Dakota is doing well
living on his own and holding
down a job. He will be enlist-
ing in the Marines very soon in
order to serve our country.

The Marsh Foundation is
excited to see Dakota making a
positive impact on his commu-

nity!
