	For many children, 
Christmas represents the gift of  
joy, warmth and the happiness 
which come from belonging 
to a family.  It is a gift which is 
taken for granted by many of  
us. This Christmas I would like 
to share the story of  a young 
girl who was placed in one of  
our foster homes several years 
ago.  She worked through many 
challenges and was able stay 
with her loving foster family 
until she was ready to live inde-
pendently.  
	 Fifteen-year-old Katie was 
struggling with very aggressive 
behaviors. She had been in five 
different foster homes prior 
to her admission to a Marsh 
Foundation foster home. She 
suffered from both physical and 
sexual abuse and was trauma-
tized as a result. She had low 
self-esteem, was defiant toward 
adults, and showed a serious 
lack of  impulse control. Her 
foster mother described her 
as “completely lost.”  Katie’s 
behavior problems occurred 
both in the foster home and 
at school. Everyone expected 
Katie to disrupt from her foster 
home and be forced to move 
into a more restrictive place-
ment. 
	 Katie did everything she 
could to prove everyone correct 
through having several major 
episodes in which she threat-
ened her foster parents. Her 
language was disrespectful and 
often vulgar. When limits were 
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set and the foster parents fol-
lowed through with correcting 
her behavior, Katie would have 
an emotional outburst, scream, 
cry and destroy her bedroom. 
	 In their attempt to recog-
nize the good in her, her foster 
parents would say, “Well, she 
hasn’t hit me yet.” After several 
family counseling sessions and 
consistent work in the foster 
home, Katie’s relationships 
began to improve. She started 
to shed negative behaviors. For 
example, she would cry instead 
of  engage in emotionally violent 
outbursts. 
	 She once said to her foster 
parent, “Why do you care about 
me when I have been so mean 
to you?” 
	 The foster parent responded, 
“I’m glad you know that we care 
about you. We are determined 
to help you get through this so 
that you can make better choic-
es and be happy.” According to 
her counselor, one of  Katie’s 

biggest obstacles was learning 
to realize that she must learn 
to trust others and ask for help 
when needed. Historically, Katie 
would use aggressive behavior 
as a means of  coping or getting 
her needs met. 
	 Through patience and un-
derstanding on the part of  The 
Marsh staff  and foster parents, 
Katie learned more effective 
ways to be heard, to cope with 
her problems, and to meet her 
own needs. She continued coun-
seling services while in foster 
care until she was confident 
enough to discontinue. Though 
there were times in which she 
would have difficulties, she was 
able to overcome through the 
support and encouragement 
from Marsh staff  and her foster 
family. 
	 Katie said, “I want to tell 
the other kids at Marsh to stop 
fighting and accept the help they 
are offering. I wish I had done 
it a lot sooner.” Katie eventually 
graduated from high school and 
is married with a new baby. She 
stays in touch with her foster 
family and celebrates holidays 
and special times with them. 
They have become her forever 
family.  
	 This Christmas, let us all be 
more aware of  the gift of  family 
and celebrate those precious 
relationships.

Clinical Stakeholder Annual Satisfaction 
Survey Report Compiled

	 Each year, The Marsh Foun-
dation conducts a survey of its 
stakeholders about the clinical 
(counseling) services that clients 
are receiving. Results from the 
2016 fiscal year survey were com-
piled this fall.
	 These surveys are conducted 
to measure performance improve-
ment and gather input. The rating 
scale is 5 - 1, with 5 being very 
satisfied and one being very dissat-
isfied. Any question’s total average 
rating that is below 4.00 indicates 
an area needs improvement. Cli-
ents, parents and treatment team 
members are all surveyed. 
	 When all respondents were 

averaged, they answered a 4.3 
to the question regarding how 
satisfied they are that the clinical 
services provided are helping to 
meet their treatment goals?
	 Clients were asked questions 
about whether they feel respect-
ed, safe and have input in their 
own treatment. Client parents 
were surveyed about things such 
as communication, coopera-
tion and respect. There were no 
areas on the survey that averaged 
below a 4 response.
	 Treatment team members 
had the highest responses of 
the groups surveyed. They were 
asked similar questions to ensure 

the youth are receiving appropri-
ate services to help them reach 
their goals. The average of all 
responses was above 4.38.
	 Many respondents left com-
ments in the space available. 
Several expressed gratitude for 
the helpfulness of services and 
staff was complimented on their 
dedication and commitment to 
youth.
	 One treatment team mem-
ber stated, “The counselors and 
CPST workers are willing to 
work on youth issues and are 
willing to take on tasks to get 
youth treatment completed.”
	 Another commented on the 

level of respect that staff and 
clinicians have for youth. “I 
have watched many people deal 
with behaviors that most people 
could not tolerate, and still treat 
the youth with respect in the 
moment, then recognize the 
progress of the youth the very 
next day! It is amazing!”
	 Overall, comments were 
positive. The clinical depart-
ment takes into consideration all 
feedback and works to improve 
processes when needed. Com-
munication and scheduling are 
areas that they continually try to 
improve. 
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Family Becomes Complete Just in 
Time for the Holidays

	 In 2014, Rob and Jennifer 
Sniegowski decided to pursue 
a foster care license with The 
Marsh Foundation. They were 
interested in growing their fam-
ily and giving their daughter, 
Abigail, a younger sibling.
	 After months of  wait-
ing, they were blessed two-fold 
with what has turned out to be 
a perfect match. In October 
of  2014, Kali and Allen were 
placed in their home as foster 
children. Excited beyond belief, 
the family immediately bonded 
and accepted the two children, 
then ages 4 and 3, as their own.
	 It was determined that the 
two would not be able to return 
to their biological home and 
were made available for adop-
tion. The Sniegowskis didn’t 
hesitate and began preparation 
to adopt the children.
	 Two years later, on Octo-
ber 4, 2016, Kali and Allen, ages 
6 and 5, were officially adopted 
by Rob and Jennifer and found 
their forever family. 
	 Congratulations and best 
wishes to the Sniegowski family! 
It will certainly be a wonderful 
holiday season in their home 
this year! 
	 Because of  this story, and 
others like it, The Marsh Foun-
dation has pursued the ability 
to license homes with a dual 
foster care and adoption license.  
This means that families that 
may be interested adopting their 
foster children in the future, can 
simplify the process with The 
Marsh Foundation.
	 “Now, when we conduct 
our home studies, we have 

the ability to give a home two 
licenses; one for fostering and 
one for adoption,” said Melissa 
Gearhart, foster care supervisor. 
This simplifies the process, al-
lowing The Marsh’s home study 
assessors to conduct adoption 
home studies and complete the 
necessary paperwork. Before, 
those things had to be done 
by an outside agency. Now, the 
process is simplified because 
The Marsh can facilitate the 
entire adoption process.
	 “This definitely allows us 
to provide additional support 
to our families,” Gearhart said. 
Families that think they may 
be interested in adoption can 
complete the necessary steps up 
front, with very little additional 
work. If  they decide to adopt in

the future, much of  the process 
is already done. If  they don’t 
ever decide to adopt, there is no 
harm in having the dual license.
	 Many families that are 
interested in becoming foster 
families are interested in accept-
ing young children that may be 
available for adoption in the 
future; just as in the Sniegows-
kis case. It is the hope of  The 
Marsh Foundation that provid-
ing these dual licenses will allow 
them to serve more children 
and families.
	 “This is really an asset 
to our foster care division,” 
Gearhart stated. “It dramatically 
increases the number of  chil-
dren we can help to find forever 
families.”
