Bruce D. Perry, MD, PhD presenting on trauma, the effects on the brain
and what can be done to promote healing

If you parent, work with or develop policy regarding children this training is a must in understanding
how trauma impacts children and what can be done to help them heal.

Dr. Perry’s trainings are informative, easy to understand and the information can easily be transferred
to “every day” life.

Dr. Perry has conducted both basic neuroscience and clinical research. His clinical research and practice has focused on
high-risk children. This work has examined the cognitive, behavioral, emotional, social, and physiological effects of
neglect and trauma in children, adolescents and adults. This work has been instrumental in describing how childhood
experiences, including neglect and traumatic stress, change the biology of the brain — and, thereby, the health of the child.

His clinical research over the last ten years has been focused on integrating emerging principles of developmental
neuroscience into clinical practice. This work has resulted in the development of innovative clinical practices and
programs working with maltreated and traumatized children, most prominently the Neurosequential Model®©, a
developmentally sensitive, neurobiology-informed approach to clinical work, education and caregiving. This approach to
clinical problem solving has been integrated into the programs at dozens of large public and non-profit organizations
serving at-risk children and their families.

His experience as a clinician and a researcher with traumatized children has led many community and governmental
agencies to consult Dr. Perry following high-profile incidents involving traumatized children such as the Branch Davidian
siege in Waco (1993), the Oklahoma City bombing (1995), the Columbine school shootings (1999), the September 11
terrorist attacks (2001), Hurricane Katrina (2005), the FLDS polygamist sect (2008), the earthquake in Haiti (2010), the
tsunami in Tohoku Japan (2011) and the Sandy Hook Elementary school shootings (2012).

This is a FREE training to residence and providers in Mercer, Paulding and Van Wert Counties.
There will be a $100 charge to those outside this area. Space will be limited. A free box lunch will be

provided. CEUs are pending for Counseling, Social Work and Teaching. Registration will open April
